Diversity of Life Vocabulary-1 
Dormant
A state of suspended biological activity. Dormant organisms are alive but inactive.

Energy
The capacity to do work. Most of the energy used by living organisms comes from the Sun.

Estivate
A dormant or torpid state brought on by hot, dry conditions, similar in some ways to hibernation.

Gas exchange
Gas exchange is one of the characteristics of all organisms. Gas exchange occurs at the cellular level with carbon dioxide, oxygen, and water vapor being the most common gases exchanged.

Growth
Increase in size of an organism. Growth is characteristic of life.

Habitat
The place where an organism lives and gets what it needs to survive.

Reproduction
The process by which organisms create new individuals of their kind. Some reproduce asexually (without the joining of two cells) and others reproduce sexually (the joining of egg and sperm cells).

Response
All organisms are influenced by their environments. The things organisms do when they are influenced by the environment are called responses.

Waste
Solids, liquids, or gases that are unusable by the cells of organisms and must be moved outside the cell.
