1. Make a wet mount of 3 different colors of ribbon

2. Have your partner view this slide under the 100X objective- and attempt to see which color is located on the bottom, middle, top.  Record their findings including a drawing on lab folder p. 5 (pink) on back

4. Answer the 3 Questions on the bottom of the page. 
“Focal Plane” is the horizontal plane as viewed under the microscope that is in focus. Only 1 plane can be in focus at one time
3. Make up a Brine Shrimp Slide (2 drops of sample + 1 drop of Red Yeast)- View under  the red or yellow objective ( if you didn’t finish already)
2. Make sure to record drawings and answer the 3 questions on the back of Lab folder p. 5 (pink)-  Also Measure your Shrimp- remember if the Field of View is 1.8 mm (yellow).  Count the number of shrimp that would fit across the diameter and then divide:

For example:



1.8 mm (yellow)                         
9 shrimp fit across = the shrimp is .2 mm 
or
  .4 mm (red)
2 shrimp fit across = the shrimp is .2 mm
5. Review the parts of the microscope, the 3 fields of views (millimeters) and the 3 magnifications for the different objectives for the quiz tomorrow.
