Vocabulary Words:

1. Refraction: The bending of light at the point of contact between two different media.
2. Angle of Incidence: The angle at which light enters a medium
3. Angle of Refraction: The amount of refraction (bending) determined by the index of refraction of the medium and the angle of incidence at which light hits it.
4. Lens: A clear, curved object that has a difference of refraction than its surrounding medium, a clear part of the eye that focuses light rays so as to form an image on the retina.
5. Focus: The point at which all rays of light refract or bend together.
6. Focal Length (Principal Focus): The distance from the lens to the point where the refracted light rays converge at the focal point.
7. Image Focus Distance: The distance between the lens and the screen on which a projected image is focused.
8. Myopia: Nearsightedness, a vision abnormality in which distant objects appear blurred.
9. Hypermopia: Farsightedness, a vision abnormality in which vision for distant objects is better than that of near objects.
10. Astigmatism: An irregularity of the surface of the cornea that prevents light from being focused accurately and results in a blurred image.
11. Color Blindness: People have problems identifying certain colors or shades.  Most color blindness is hereditary, a genetic link on the X chromosome so males get it more than females.
12. Diabetes: Disease where body does not produce or use insulin properly. The disease can damage the eye and impair vision by not supplying the eye with enough nourishment.
13. Cataracts: A cloudy area in the eye’s lens that can cause vision problems.  Begins when proteins in the lens change and cause the lens to become cloudy.
14. Amblyopia: Lazy eye- reduced vision in 1 eye, while the other gets stronger.
